Much progress was made in the month of      
February toward completion of the 2017        
Strategic Plan.  ñLove Onò remained the focus in 
every part of the ministry while those who do not 
have a church home yet was an important    
component of the work done during the month. 
The following is just a summary of that work. 
 
REMARKABLE WORSHIP  
Goal #2 - Coordinate annual safety training for 
staff and volunteers 

A Safe Church safety overview was provided 
to ministry leaders on February 26. The 
overall church training has been      
scheduled for September 23. 

 
EXCELLENT SCHOOL  
Goal #1 - Communication with parents, teachers, 
staff, and church. COMPLETE AND ONGOING 

More professional development on written 
communication and conflict resolution. 
 

Goal #2 - Aligning the curriculum. 
Changes were made so the science          

curriculum is now all aligned for K-8. 
 

Goal #3 - Families in the school and ELC without 
a church home yet. 

Families were invited to BethlehemKids on 
 the Sundays the childrenôs choirs sing in 
 the church service. 
Families were invited to Bethlehem family 
 events (Father/Daughter Dance and 
 Mother/Son Amazing Race). 

Goal #4 - Have specialized teacher for Art, PE, 
Spanish and Technology. 

The School VIT is researching new avenues 
 for covering specialty classes for the next 
 school year. 
 

Goal #5 - Raising standardized test scores. 
Seventy-one percent of 5th-8th graders 
 made the honor roll for second quarter. 
 

External Goal #1 - Increase enrollment by 15% 
and maintain 90% retention rate. 

Re-enrollment began on January 9 and   
 already have 120 of the 175 eligible to 
 return signed up.  That is better than 
 the 75 re-enrollments at this point last 
 year.  
The ELC is now at maximum capacity in 
 every classroom and there are waiting 
 lists for several of the ELC classrooms.

Two dates for Extreme Community Makeover were 
 established for 2017. Dates currently scheduled 
 are May 20 and October 7.
